RACE 1 – HONG KONG RACE

RACE 2 – HONG KONG RACE
RACE 3 (R304)  CLASS 5 – 1200M(lc) – GUA ASAR HANDICAP
Just before the start was affected, NOT FREE NOW (TM Wan) became restless and was slowly away.

RUMPELSTILTSKIN (I Azhar) and LEE DANCER (S Salee) were slow into stride.

SILENT JUDGE (App M Razali) was slow into stride, despite being urged along.

DUSKY MAIDEN (M Yusri) jumped awkwardly outwards with its head up and bumped SHADOW WIND (App M Ganeesh).
On jumping, MONEY NOT ENOUGH (App SU Lim) blundered.

The saddle on GITHAN (M Djulkifli) slipped back.
Near the 1000M, NOT FREE NOW steadied off the heels of SILENT JUDGE which shifted inwards.  App M Razali, the rider of  SILENT JUDGE, in the presence of his acting master, Trainer P Pereira was shown the video and warned to exercise more care when shifting ground in future.
Near the 400M, SILENT JUDGE steadied off the heels of RUMPELSTILTSKIN.
Near the 400M, SHADOW WIND steadied off the heels of LUCKY COMET which shifted outwards.  Jockey J Low, the rider of LUCKY COMET was shown the video and was warned to exercise more care when shifting ground in future.

HONG KONG KID (R Joorawon) which was laying outwards,  raced wide on the home turn.

NOT FREE NOW had a tendency to lay inwards in the home straight.

Post-race veterinary examinations of SILENT JUDGE and NOT FREE NOW revealed no obvious abnormality.

A post-race veterinary examination of RUMPELSTILTSKIN revealed that the gelding had returned lame near fore and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

When questioned regarding the improved performance of  LUCKY COMET (J Low), Trainer KK Loh stated that LUCKY COMET was resuming from a short spell and was coming back 400M in distance.  He said that LUCKY COMET has a history of missing the start on its last three occasions and today, requested the gelding to be loaded last, hoping to overcome its problem.  He said that LUCKY COMET had the benefit of a barrier practice and performed well.  His explanation was noted.

RACE 4 – HONG KONG RACE
RACE 5 (R305)  CLASS 5 – 1200M(lc) – GUA KAJANG HANDICAP

SI BRAVO and D’CREATOR, non-acceptors which had both sustained bruised off fore fetlock, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

STORMING JOE which was down 16kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.

NINETYFIVE ROCKET (App KK Chin) fly-jumped and was slowly away.
STORMING JOE (App WL Tan) raced keenly in the early and middle stages.

Near the 1100M, NINETYFIVE  POWER (WK Yan) steadied off the heels of HOUSTON ROCKET (M Wepner) which shifted inwards.  Jockey M Wepner, the rider of HOUSTON ROCKET was shown the video and was warned to exercise more care when shifting ground in future.

Near the 900M, HOUSTON ROCKET faltered.
Post-race veterinary examinations of NINETYFIVE POWER, FIRE GENERAL (J Low), NINETYFIVE ROCKET and STORMING JOE revealed no obvious abnormality.

The Stewards will be inquiring into the ride of JAI EXTREME (SC Liew) at a date to be fixed.

RACE 6 – HONG KONG RACE
RACE 7 (R306)  CLASS 4 – 1600M(lc) – GUA GUNUNG RUNTUH HANDICAP

MAGIC BABY, a non-acceptor which suffered respiratory allergy, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

CASPER, a non-acceptor which had sustained bruised off fore, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

THUNDER WIND, a non-acceptor which had sustained bruised near knee, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

GOLDEN HANDSHAKE (J Chuah) jumped awkwardly inwards and bumped STREET TEASE (App WL Tan).
CLAYBURY (J Low) jumped awkwardly inwards and shortly afterwards, steadied off the heels of  UNDOUBTEDLY CLEVER (I Azhar).

Approaching the first turn near the 1400M, RIGHT TIMING (R Joorawon) raced keenly in the early stages and steadied after racing up onto the heels of LEGAL LORD (App CK Tan).   RIGHT TIMING continued to race keenly in the backstraight.

Near the 1200M, CLAYBURY (J Low) had to be steadied off the heels of GOLDEN HANDSHAKE which hung outwards, obliging its rider to stop and straighten.
Near the 1000M, SILVERON WARRIOR (App M Hanif) shied outwards away from, the running rails, causing its rider to become momentarily unbalanced in the saddle.
GOLDEN HANDSHAKE raced wide in the home turn.

Near the 350M, RIGHT TIMING steadied and switched outwards across the heels of LEGAL LORD in order to obtain clear running.
REWARD FOR EFFORT (S Salee) which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of  SILVERON WARRIOR, REWARD FOR EFFORT and UNDOUBTEDLY CLEVER revealed no obvious abnormality.

When questioned regarding the performance of UNDOUBTEDLY CLEVER, Jockey Azhar stated that he was instructed to get a good jump, sit midfield and make his move at the top of the straight.  He said after getting a good jump, he was able to sit midfield as instructed and when he made his move approaching the home turn, his mount did respond, however, was under pressure over the last 200M and in his opinion, did not get the distance of the 1600M today.  His explanation was noted.

RACE 9 (R307)  CLASS 3 – 1600M(lc) – NEW STRAITS TIMES TROPHY

JOYFUL, a non-acceptor which had sustained bruised off fore fetlock, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

MONEY IS KING, a non-acceptor which had sustained bruised off hind, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

APRIL RAIN, BIG ROCK  and LEE BANK, non-acceptors which all had sustained bruised near fore, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

After taking initial evidence from App M Ganeesh, the rider of CARBON COPY in the presence of his acting master, Trainer S Cook, the Trainer of CARBON COPY, the Stewards will be inquiring into his ride at a date to be fixed.  A post-race veterinary examination of CARBON COPY revealed no obvious abnormality.
Post-race veterinary examinations of  GOLDSMITH (App I Amirul) and SILVERON WINGS (App KK Chin) revealed that these horses returned lame off fore and respiratory distress respectively.  Both these horses will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

RACE 10 – HONG KONG RACE
RACE 11 (R308)  CLASS 5 – 1200M(lc) – GUA NGAUM HANDICAP

RECORD TIME, a non-acceptor which had sustained bruised off fore, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

THE TIGER, a course scratching as it had sustained bruised off fore, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

Acting on veterinary advice that FREEHOLD was lame near fore, the gelding was withdrawn by order of the Stewards at 3.12pm.   FREEHOLD will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

At the start, HANDSOME BACHELOR (WK Yan) which was fractious, reared up, and lost considerable ground, will be required to pass a test (1 starting stall) before being declared to race again.
Near the 1000M, AWESOME GALE (R Joorawon) rolled inwards and steadied off the heels of BERNI DANCER (App WL Tan) which rolled outwards.

Post-race veterinary examinations of HANDSOME BACHELOR and AWESOME GALE returned with respiratory distress and lame near fore respectively.  Both these horses will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

RACE 13 (R309)  CLASS 5 – 1200M(lc) – GUA PUTERI HANDICAP

WELL NATURE, a non-acceptor which had sustained bruised near fore, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

DELTA WING, a course scratching as it had sustained cut near fore, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

SCOTT FREE, a course scratching as it had sustained sore back, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

FORBES CANDIDATE (J Chuah) and LUCK TREASURE (R Joorawon) was slowly away.

Near the 1000M, LUCK TREASURE anticipated the short course.

Near the 400M, BELWINS (I Azhar) steadied and switched inwards across the heels of HEARD THE LATEST (M Yusri) which shifted outwards in order to obtain clear running.  Jockey M Yusri, the rider of HEARD THE LATEST will be shown the video and warned to exercise more care when shifting ground in future.

A post-race veterinary examination of  LUCK TREASURE revealed no obvious abnormality.

RACES 14 to 16 – HONG KONG RACES

GENERAL REPORT
RACE 14 (R282) CLASS 4 – 1000M (sc) GUNUNG GADING NATIONAL PARK HANDICAP, SUNDAY, 23RD FEBRUARY 2014, PERAK TURF CLUB FEBRUARY MEETING 2014

At the conclusion of an Inquiry on Tuesday, 25th February 2014, App CK Tan, the rider of DIAMONDINDRUFF, in the presence of his master Trainer KL Chong pleaded guilty to a charge of careless riding under MRA Rule 44(9)(a)(ii) in that near the 100M, he made insufficient effort to prevent his mount (DIAMONDINDRUFF) from shifting inwards, when not sufficiently clear of MOGAN’S PET (App WT Chung) and in so doing, taking that horse inwards onto WHY LIKE THAT (Y Aify), resulting in both these horses having to check and lose ground.

When deciding on the penalty, the Stewards took into account App CK Tan’s guilty plea, his riding records and mitigating factors.  App CK Tan’s licence to ride in races was suspended for a period of three (3) race days.  Acting under the provision of MRA Rule 48(5), the Stewards deferred App CK Tan’s suspension to commence from Sunday, 2nd March 2014 and to expire on Saturday, 8th March 2014, both days inclusive.  He was informed of his right of appeal (11.05am).

RACE 14 (R282) CLASS 4 – 1000M (sc) GUNUNG GADING NATIONAL PARK HANDICAP, SUNDAY, 23RD FEBRUARY 2014, PERAK TURF CLUB FEBRUARY MEETING 2014

At the conclusion of an Inquiry on Tuesday, 25th February 2014, Jockey J Shankar, the rider of NO MONEY NO TALK, pleaded guilty to a charge of careless riding under MRA Rule 44(9)(a)(ii) in that near the 800M, he made insufficient effort to prevent his mount (NO MONEY NO TALK) from shifting inwards, when not sufficiently clear of KAMPONG CHANTEK (M Djulkifli) and in so doing, taking that horses rightful running and having to be checked and lose ground.  WIN MILLION (App AK Lim), which was racing to the inside of KAMPONG CHANTEK, was crowded in this incident.
When deciding on the penalty, the Stewards took into account Jockey J Shankar’s guilty plea, his riding records and mitigating factors.   Jockey J Shankar’s licence to ride in races was suspended for a period of four (4) race days, to commence on Wednesday, 26th February 2014 and to expire on Friday, 7th March 2014, both days inclusive.  He was informed of his right of appeal (11.50am).
